Smoking Policy

This policy is to be adhered to by all users of the setting.

The aim of Bentham Under Fives Centre is to ensure a smoke-free atmosphere in the Centre and surrounding environment as:
Research suggests that tobacco smoke may adversely affect an individual’s health   and well being and breathing 2nd hand smoke leads to 24% risk of contracting lung cancer in non smokers (Health Act 2006).  
Everyone is entitled to a smoke-free environment in all public areas and places of work, under the Smoke-Free Environment Act (2005).

Therefore:
In accordance with the Early Years Foundation Stage (2008) pg 27:  
· Smoking is prohibited in the building or surrounding area of the centre.

· Staff, parents and volunteers are all prohibited from smoking whilst working with any children, including during Nursery outings and trips.
· Staff must take appropriate measures when returning from smoking on a break, before coming into physical contact with the children, e.g. washing hands thoroughly, spray clothing to take away smell and use breath freshener e.g. mint.
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
